AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE LICENSE AGREEMENT (OFFICE SPACE WITHIN BUILDING) BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND NORTHEAST FLORIDA HEALTHY START COALITION, INC. FOR OCCUPANCY OF APPROXIMATELY 2,633 SQUARE FEET AT THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION’S FACILITY LOCATED AT 1095 A. PHILIP RANDOLPH BOULEVARD, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA 32206, EFFECTIVE OCTOBER 1, 2016, THROUGH JUNE 30, 2017, AND RENEWING AUTOMATICALLY FOR THREE (3) ADDITIONAL ONE-YEAR PERIODS THROUGH JUNE 30, 2020; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

License Agreement approved and execution authorized.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the City of Jacksonville License Agreement (Office Space within Building) between the City of Jacksonville and Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition, Inc., attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Rev License Agmt, February 21, 2017 – NCIS” and incorporated herein by this reference (the “License Agreement”) for occupancy of space at the Jacksonville Children’s Commission’s facility located at 1095 A. Philip Randolph Boulevard, Jacksonville, Florida 32206. Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition, Inc. is a contracted provider for the Healthy Families Program of Jacksonville, a program funded through a grant from the Ounce of Prevention Fund of Florida and matching funds from the City of Jacksonville. Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition, Inc. will occupy approximately 2,633 square feet, which will house 32 of its Healthy Families staff.  Northeast Florida Healthy Start Coalition, Inc. will replace the Bridge of Northeast Florida, Inc. as the licensee of the space. The License Agreement term is effective retroactively from October 1, 2016, will expire on June 30, 2017, but will automatically renew for three (3) additional one-year periods through June 30, 2020.

Oversight.

The Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall oversee the project described herein.
