WHEREAS, the Mannequin Challenge has been duplicated by members of US professional sports teams, such as the Pittsburgh Steelers, New York Giants, and Dallas Cowboys, by European football teams in Spain, England and Belgium, as well as by college teams at institutions such as Penn State University, the US Naval Academy, and the University of Michigan; and

WHEREAS, Mannequin Challenge videos have also been posted by celebrities such as former First Lady Michele Obama, Ellen DeGeneres and presidential candidate Hillary Clinton, among many others; and

WHEREAS, the boundaries now extend beyond the planet Earth as French astronauts aboard the International Space Station performed their own Mannequin Challenge in space; and 

WHEREAS, more than 60 City of Jacksonville employees created and posted a Mannequin Challenge video to social media promoting Journey to One, a citywide initiative encouraging and providing resources for every citizen in every Zip code to adopt a healthier, more active lifestyle; now therefore
