AN ORDINANCE DE-APPROPRIATING $4,700,000.00 IN ANTICIPATED GRANT BUDGET FOR THE RAILEX: WEST BOWDEN RAIL YARD PROJECT (THE “PROJECT”), FOR WHICH THE CITY RECEIVED A GRANT COMMITMENT OF UP TO $4,700,000.00 FROM FDOT, BECAUSE THE PROJECT IS NOT GOING TO COMMENCE, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-054; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ordinance 2014-309-E, enacted May 27, 2014, authorized the City of Jacksonville to execute a $5,000,000.00 Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) Economic Development Transportation Project Fund (EDTF) Agreement (the “Agreement”) to support development of a proposed rail dependent multi-modal logistics facility to be constructed by Railex, LLC; and


WHEREAS, Mayor’s Budget Review Committee (B.T. 15-015) authorized the introduction of Ordinance 2014-732-E, enacted December 9, 2014, to appropriate the proceeds of the EDTF Grant and amend the 2015-2019 Five Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2014-467-E to Priority 1 Status designating the Public Works Department as Contract Monitor for the project entitled “Railex: West Bowden Rail Yard” (the “Project”); and


WHEREAS, Railex failed to meet the commencement date for the Project, and the City and FDOT agreed to terminate the Agreement, releasing the Project funds that had been encumbered; and


WHEREAS, The Termination of the Economic Development Transportation Project Fund (On-System) Agreement was signed by the parties effective March 9, 2016; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

De-appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby de-appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):
