AN ORDINANCE APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER THE EASEMENT RELOCATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY AND GHMS PABLO LLC IN ORDER TO FACILITATE THE RELOCATION OF AN ACCESS EASEMENT IN PABLO PROFESSIONAL PARK, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 3; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE RIGHT-OF-WAY AND STORMWATER MAINTENANCE DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Approving execution of Easement Relocation Agreement.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver the Easement Relocation Agreement between the City and GHMS Pablo LLC, in substantially the same form attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Agreement”). The Pablo Professional Park Plat (the “Plat”), recorded in Plat Book 61, Page 53 of the Public Records of Duval County, Florida, and located in Pablo Professional Court in Council District 3, contains a Relocatable Access Easement (the “Access Easement”) which is dedicated to the City of Jacksonville and provides access to a Stormwater Management Facility (“SMF”) located within the Plat. To facilitate the development of property owned by it within the Plat, GHMS Pablo LLC desires to relocate the Access Easement to an alternate location within the Plat, as specified in the Agreement. The Right-of-Way & Stormwater Management Division have reviewed the new location of the Access Easement and concluded that the City’s access requirements to the SMF will be adequately met and approve the terms of the Agreement.

The Right-of-Way and Stormwater Maintenance Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein
Section 3.
