Bill Summary: In accordance with Section 122.402 of the Ordinance Code, this bill authorizes the acquisition of a parcel of property (identified as R.E. #080492-0000) a single lot measuring 50 feet by 100 feet near the intersection of San Marco Boulevard and Lasalle Street in Council District 5. This parcel is needed in order to locate a Stormwater pump station in the San Marco area.
Background Information: An extensive survey of the area has determined that this is the only unoccupied parcel of land in the San Marco area that will meet the needs of the Project since all other unoccupied parcels in the area are too far from the discharge point. The appraised value of the Subject Property is $118,500, but the property owner is firm on the price and will not sell for less than $150,000.00. As this parcel is uniquely suited for the San Marco pump station and is centrally located in the area that will be drained, the negotiated purchase price of $150,000 has been approved.
