
Ordinance #12 revised - March 14, 2005


Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:

ORDINANCE 2017-104
An ordinance APPROVING THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE’S ACQUISITION OF THAT CERTAIN PARCEL OF PROPERTY IDENTIFIED AS REAL ESTATE NUMBER 080492-0000, A SINGLE LOT MEASURING 50 FEET BY 100 FEET NEAR THE INTERSECTION OF SAN MARCO BOULEVARD AND LASALLE STREET, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5, FOR $150,000.00 FOR THE PURPOSE OF LOCATING A PUMP STATION IN THE SAN MARCO AREA; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ALL NECESSARY DOCUMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, there is a need to locate a pump station in the San Marco area (the “Project”); and


WHEREAS, an extensive survey of the area has determined that R.E. #080492-0000, a single lot measuring 50 feet by 100 feet near the intersection of San Marco Boulevard and Lasalle Street (the “Subject Property”) is the only unoccupied parcel of land in the San Marco area that will meet the needs of the Project since all other unoccupied parcels in the area are too far from the discharge point; and

WHEREAS, the Subject Property is centrally located in the area that will be drained; and
WHEREAS, the City has determined, in accordance with Section 122.402, Ordinance Code, that it is appropriate to acquire the Subject Property for the location of the San Marco pump station; now therefore
Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Acquisition approved and execution of documents authorized.  The acquisition of that certain parcel of property identified as R.E. #080492-0000, a single lot measuring 50 feet by 100 feet near the intersection of San Marco Boulevard and Lasalle Street in Council District 5, as described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and incorporated by this reference, for the negotiated purchase price of $150,000.00 is hereby approved. The appraised value of the Subject Property is $118,500.00, but the property owner is firm on the price and will not sell for less than $150,000.00. A copy of the appraisal of the Subject Property is attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all such documents necessary to the acquisition of the Subject Property.
Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
