AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 122.421(b), ORDINANCE CODE, A TEMPORARY EASEMENT GRANTING TO THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) A TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT IN, OVER, AND UNDER PARCEL 701, PARTS A AND B, LYING ENTIRELY WITHIN THE RIGHT-OF-WAY OF YELLOW WATER ROAD AND REBAR ROAD, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12, TOGETHER WITH ALL DOCUMENTATION NECESSARY TO CONVEY SAID TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION EASEMENT TO FDOT; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Temporary Construction Easement.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver in accordance with Section 122.421(b), Ordinance Code, a Temporary Easement, in substantially the same form as is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Easement”), granting to the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) a temporary construction easement in, over, and under Parcel 701, Parts A and B, and all documentation necessary to convey said temporary construction easement to FDOT. The temporary construction easement lies entirely within the right-of-way of Yellow Water Road and Rebar Road, in Council District 12, and contains 7.245 acres. The term of the Easement is 72 months, commencing on the date FDOT becomes owner of the temporary construction easement. The temporary construction easement will be used to tie in and harmonize the roadway and adjacent driveways and walkways.  
Section 2.

Oversight.

The Real Estate Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
