A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING FORMER CONGRESSMAN ANDER CRENSHAW FOR HIS DISTINGUISHED LEADERSHIP IN PUBLIC SERVICE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
Ander Crenshaw has had a widely recognized, distinguished foray in the public service arena as a leader in the Florida Legislature and the United States Congress; and

WHEREAS,
a third-generation resident of Northeast Florida, Congressman Crenshaw was born in Jacksonville, attended Lee High School, the University of Georgia on a basketball scholarship, and  received his law degree from the University of Florida; and

WHEREAS,
in the private sector, Ander Crenshaw was a successful investment banker; and
WHEREAS,
in his public service career, Ander Crenshaw was elected to the Florida House of Representatives in 1972 and served for three terms; and was elected to the Florida State Senate in 1986, where he served eight years and was the first Republican to  serve as Senate President in 118 years. Ander Crenshaw was first elected to the United States Congress from the 4th Congressional District in 2000, succeeding Congresswoman and former Jacksonville City Council President Tillie Fowler; and

WHEREAS,
in the U.S. House of Representatives Congressman Crenshaw served on the Armed Services, Budget, and Veterans Affairs Committees; in his last years in the House, Congressman Crenshaw served on the powerful Appropriations Committee and, as a member of that panel’s Subcommittee on Defense, was instrumental in making Naval Station Mayport the East Coast homeport for all littoral combat ships and Naval Air Station Jacksonville the East Coast station of all P-8 aircraft. Congressman Crenshaw spearheaded the work that brought the Jacksonville National Cemetery to Northeast Florida; and in 2013, Navy Secretary Ray Mabus recognized the Congressman’s dedication to the nation’s Sailors and Marines and awarded him the Navy’s highest civilian honor – the Navy Distinguished Public Service Award;  and
WHEREAS,
though retired from the Congress, Ander Crenshaw will continue to have opportunities to share his leadership skills, experience and commitment to public service in a host of endeavors, including serving on the Board of Advisors of the Jacksonville University’s Public Policy Institute where future leaders are being prepared to serve their community and country. Ander Crenshaw had an accomplished career in public service - dedicated, conscientious, and widely respected service that behooves our commendation; now therefore
