Introduced by the Council President at the request of the Mayor:
ORDINANCE 2017-144-E
An ordinance appropriating, BECAUSE OF AN INCREASE IN THE BUDGET OF THE PUBLIC WORKS DEPARTMENT FOR TREE-RELATED EXPENDITURES, AN ADDITIONAL $65,981.25 FROM THE TREE PROTECTION AND RELATED EXPENDITURES FUND (THE “FUND”) TO SATISFY THE REQUIREMENT IN SECTION 111.760, ORDINANCE CODE, that the total amount appropriated from the fund for tree maintenance in any fiscal year not exceed 25% of the amount budgeted in that fiscal year for tree maintenance activities in the public works department, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-060; prOVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sums from the accounts listed in subsection (a) to the accounts listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Funding

The funding above is from the Tree Protection Fund.
Section 2.

Purpose.  Section 111.760, Ordinance Code, provides that the total amount appropriated from the Tree Protection and Related Expenditures Fund (the “Tree Fund”) in any fiscal year shall not exceed an amount equal to 25% of the amount budgeted in that fiscal year for tree maintenance activities in the Public Works Department (the “Department”). On October 1, 2016, City Council approved a budget of $1,079,000.00 for tree-related expenditures and 25% of this amount was matched by the Tree Fund. B.T. 17-061 appropriates an additional $263,925.00 to the Department’s budget for tree maintenance activities, thus increasing the Department’s overall budget to $1,342,925.00.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to appropriate the 25% match from the Tree Fund based on the increase to the Department’s tree maintenance budget.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
