Bill Summary: This ordinance appropriates $1,725,000.00 from the Nuisance Abatement Special Lien Revenue Fund pursuant to Section 111.470, Ordinance Code, for nuisance abatement contracting to remove property code violations City-wide in compliance with Chapter 518, Ordinance Code, ($845,250.00 to Neighborhoods – Municipal Code Compliance and the balance of $879,750.00 to the Public Works Department to be split between Mowing and Landscape – Private Property ($615,828.00) and Mowing Maintenance – Private Property Tree Removal ($263,925.00), as initiated by B.T. 17-061.
Background Information: This legislation is needed to provide funding assistance for nuisance abatement contracting to remove property code violations-City-wide in Duval County in accordance with Chapter 518, Property Safety and Maintenance Code Section 111.470 states that disbursements from this fund by Council shall be limited to funding the abatement of nuisances.  Monies deposited into this fund shall not lapse at the end of any fiscal year and shall remain available for expenditure for the purposes set forth.  This appropriation of $1,750,000 from the Nuisance Abatement Lien Special Revenue Fund, for nuisance abatement and compliance serves as a major funding source that supplements general fund revenue for nuisance abatement contractual services.
