ORDINANCE 2017-146-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $1,394,365.21 INTO THE PROPER PROJECTS AND SUBOBJECTS WITHIN THE ACCOUNTING SYSTEM IN ORDER TO CLEAN UP ENTRIES THAT OCCURRED IN THE ADOPTION AND POSTING OF THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PLAN (CIP) PROJECTS DURING THE BUDGET PROCESS, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-062; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO MAKE CORRECTIONS FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “TRAFFIC SIGNALIZATION – GATE PKWY AT BLUE FIN DRIVE,” “CECIL AQUATICS CENTER UPGRADES,” “STARRATT/DUNN CREEK ROAD INTERSECTION IMPROVEMENTS,” “TOUCHTON ROAD & DEER LAKE CT INTERSECTION TRAFFIC SIGNALS,” “SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION-NEW,”  “TROUT/MONCRIEF POND,” AND “ADA COMPLIANCE – CURB RAMPS”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above, which is not new funding and has already been appropriated, is being appropriated into the proper projects and subobjects within the accounting system. The LaSalle Street Outfall Project was appropriated funding from a reserve line within the Special Council Reserve (subobject 09910) during the budget process but when the budget was posted, it was posted from subobject 06505. The budget interface placed funding for Traffic Signalization – Gate Parkway at Blue Fin Drive in a reserve line within the project but should have appropriated the funding to subobject 06505 – Other Construction. Lastly, $350,000.00 was appropriated for a project titled Cecil Aquatics, but during the budget process a Council Expenditure Request form was processed and project number PR0648-01 was used for that project. B.T. 17-062 will place the $350,000.00 into a project named Cecil Aquatics. Additionally, this legislation will revise the Five Year CIP schedule that was an exhibit to Ordinance 2016-504-E and to Ordinance 2016-505-E and which is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, March 20, 2017 – TEU” and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of this legislation is to clean up several entries made in the adoption and posting of the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) projects during the budget process.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to make corrections for the projects entitled “Traffic Signalization – Gate Pkwy at Blue Fin Drive,” “Cecil Aquatics Center Upgrades,” “Starratt/Dunn Creek Road Intersection Improvements,” “Touchton Road & Deer Lake Ct Intersection Traffic Signals,” “Sidewalk Construction-New,” “Trout/Moncrief Pond,” and “ADA Compliance – Curb Ramps.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 3, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 3, March 20, 2017 – TEU” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will delay a clean-up of the CIP that will allow the accounting system to accurately reflect actions taken by City Council and ensure that funding is not inadvertently appropriated a second time. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
