Bill Summary: The ordinance  appropriates $390,000 from the Drainage System Rehabilitation Project to the Alhambra Drive Drainage Improvement Project to provide funding to replace two failed portions of the drainage systems located at 3918 and 4124 Alhambra Drive West, as initiated by B.T. 17-065; it amends the 2017-2021 five-year Capital Improvement Program, approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E, to decrease funding for the project entitled “Drainage System Rehabilitation” and increase funding for the project entitled “Alhambra  Drive Drainage Improvements.”
Background Information: The purpose of the appropriation is to fund the replacement of two failed portions of the drainage systems located at 3918 and 4124 Alhambra Drive West. The failure of the system at 4124 Alhambra Drive West is a result of the storm surge during Hurricane Matthew, and the Public Works Department is pursuing possible reimbursement from FEMA for the costs associated with this portion of the repair.  In the event that any reimbursement is received, those funds will replace City pay-go dollars used for the repair.
