AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $390,000 FROM THE DRAINAGE SYSTEM REHABILITATION PROJECT TO THE ALHAMBRA DRIVE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO REPLACE TWO FAILED PORTIONS OF THE DRAINAGE SYSTEMS LOCATED AT 3918 AND 4124 ALHAMBRA DRIVE WEST, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-065; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO DECREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “DRAINAGE SYSTEM REHABILITATION” AND INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “ALHAMBRA DRIVE DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENTS”; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is an appropriation of funds within the Stormwater Capital Projects Fund from Drainage System Rehabilitation to Alhambra Drive – Drainage Improvements. Once the projects are completed, any unspent funds from this appropriation shall revert to the projects listed in the reversion of funds section. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to replace two failed portions of the drainage systems located at 3918 and 4124 Alhambra Drive West. The failure of the system at 4124 Alhambra Drive West is a result of the storm surge during Hurricane Matthew, and the Public Works Department is pursuing possible reimbursement from FEMA for the costs associated with this portion of the repair. In the event that any reimbursement is received, those funds will replace City pay-go dollars used for the repair.  
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to decrease funding for the project entitled “Drainage System Rehabilitation” and increase funding for the project entitled “Alhambra Drive Drainage Improvements.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in completing the project repairs. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency.

One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is the need to accelerate the repair of the damage caused by Hurricane Matthew. Repairing the damage sooner will avoid further damage to private property and aid the City in its efforts to secure reimbursement from FEMA for costs associated with the hurricane damage.
