A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING THE 100 BLACK MEN OF JACKSONVILLE, INC. ON THEIR DEDICATION AND SERVICE TO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the 100 Black Men of Jacksonville, Inc. (J100), a chapter of the 100 Black Men of America, Inc., has been serving the Jacksonville community through its mission of mentoring youth since 1991. The J100 volunteers are accessible and committed leaders for positive change who develop and implement responsible solutions to issues facing the African-American community; and


WHEREAS, J100 achieves this by focusing on the core areas of: mentoring, education and scholarship, health and wellness, and economic and leadership development; and


WHEREAS, the J100 Project Success Mentoring and Leadership Development Program serves area youth through a curriculum designed to support positive engagement, build exposure to diverse career choices, and foster critical thinking skills. Project Success also features an annual college tour for students to experience the rewards of college readiness and career choice; and

WHEREAS, J100 recently presented the 13th annual 100 Black Men of Jacksonville Infinite Scholars College Fair, where more than 25 participating colleges and universities awarded multiple “on the spot” admissions and scholarships to attendees; over the 13 years of the college fair sponsored by J100, participating schools have awarded more than $20 million in scholarships to area students; and

WHEREAS, the J100 Bernard V. Gregory/100 Black Men of Jacksonville Endowed Scholarship Fund has awarded more than $325,000 in scholarships and supported more than 315 students matriculating into college; and


WHEREAS, J100 has been a leader in prostate cancer education, prevention and advocacy through partnerships with the University of Florida, the Black Male Prostate Cancer Coalition, Florida Prostate Cancer Advisory Council, the 100 Black Men of America, Florida Department of Health and the Florida Health Equity Research Institute. J100’s health and wellness goals are to raise awareness and provide access to health care and health information that will ultimately promote behavior change resulting in a healthier lifestyle; and

WHEREAS, J100 partners with local businesses to explore training and employment opportunities for youth and adults, and these corporate partnerships in economic empowerment programs and initiatives foster financial literacy, career development, financial planning, investment management and fiscal responsibility at an early age; now therefore
