A RESOLUTION COMMENDING THE INITIATIVE AND SERVICE OF THE MAYPORT JUNIOR YOUTH EMPOWERMENT PROGRAM AND THEIR MODESKY PARK CLEAN-UP PROJECT; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
