An ordinance appropriating $250,000 FROM CAPITAL PROJECTS FUNDS – GENERAL PROJECTS TO PURCHASE THE INTEGRATED BALLISTIC IDENTIFICATION SYSTEM (IBIS), A SYSTEM WHICH ENABLES THE SHARING AND COMPARISON OF SIGNIFICANT QUANTITIES OF EXHIBIT INFORMATION AND IMAGES ACROSS A NETWORK OF IMAGING SITES, AS WELL AS THE IDENTIFICATION OF LIKELY BULLETS OR CARTRIDGE CASES, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 17-077; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2017-2018; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing for an effective date.


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is an appropriation from Capital Projects Funds – General Projects (Subfunds 32D, 32E, 322 and 327) into the General Fund and transferred out to JSO Information Systems Management – Specialized Equipment.

Section 2.

Carryover.

The funds appropriated herein shall not lapse at the end of the current fiscal year but shall carry over into fiscal year 2017-2018.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to purchase the Integrated Ballistic Identification System (IBIS), a system which enables the sharing and comparison of significant quantities of exhibit information and images across a network of imaging sites, as well as the identification of likely bullets or cartridge cases. IBIS will be used by the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office (JSO).
Section 4.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is the need to purchase IBIS as quickly as possible so as to allow JSO to internally process ballistics information and trace guns used in crimes to other crimes within days rather than continuing the current process of submitting evidence to FDLE and waiting for the evidence to be processed.
