ORDINANCE 2017-176
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE EXECUTION OF ALL DOCUMENTS BY THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY RELATING TO THE I-95/AIRPORT ROAD INTERCHANGE PROJECT AS AUTHORIZED BY JIA/CRA RESOLUTION 2016-06, AND AUTHORIZING TECHNICAL CHANGES TO THE DOCUMENTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution JIA/CRA 2016-06, the JIA/CRA Board approved the appropriation of $2,500,000 from the fiscal year 2016-2017 budget for the JIA/CRA Redevelopment Trust Fund for the I-95/Airport Road Interchange Project (the “Project”) as a Plan Authorized Project; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the same Resolution, the JIA/CRA Board also directed that $4,500,000 from the fiscal year 2017-2018 Trust Fund budget be set aside for the Project; and

WHEREAS, the JIA/CRA will, with those funds totaling $7,000,000, be a Participant with the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) in the Project; and


WHEREAS, the FDOT will manage the Project, construct the Project and fund a portion of the Project; and


WHEREAS, the total cost of the Project is estimated to be over $11,000,000; and

WHEREAS, the FDOT requires that the JIA/CRA enter into a Locally Funded Agreement to memorialize the JIA/CRA’s financial participation and obligation in the Project; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1. 
Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary, are hereby authorized to execute the Agreement, in substantially the same form as attached hereto as Exhibit 1, and all other contracts and documents related thereto, and otherwise take all necessary action in connection therewith and herewith, and to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to the Agreements and such other contracts and documents, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" and do not change the financial obligations between the parties and, further provided, that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or her designee, and all other appropriate official action required by law.  The term "technical amendments" as used in this section shall include, but not be limited to, changes in legal descriptions and surveys, ingress and egress, easements and rights of way, design standards, vehicles access and site plan, which have no financial impact.

Section 2. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
