ORDINANCE 2017-186
An ordinance appropriating $9,900.67 TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO PURCHASE 50 PEDI-SLEEVE PEDIATRIC DOSING SYSTEMS TO OUTFIT JFRD’S FRONTLINE FLEET OF RESCUE UNITS, THEREBY REDUCING MEDICATION ERRORS AND IMPROVING PEDIATRIC PATIENT OUTCOMES, as initiated by b.t. 17-069; providing for an effective date.

Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation

The funding above is accrued unappropriated interest revenue from the Florida Department of Health (DOH) EMS Count Grant award for 2016.
Section 2.

Purpose.  Under DOH grant guidelines, all monies appropriated through the grant must be utilized directly for EMS equipment or training that improves and/or enhances the operations of the Rescue Division. The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to purchase new pediatric EMS equipment that will enhance the operations of the Rescue Division. With these funds, JFRD will purchase 50 Pedi-Sleeve Pediatric Dosing Systems to outfit its frontline fleet of Rescue Units. These new pediatric dosing systems will reduce medication errors and improve pediatric patient outcomes.
Section 3.
