LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE AMENDMENT

The Land Use and Zoning Committee offers the following first amendment to File No. 2017-191:
(1) On page 1, line 16, after “PUD;” insert “PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S);”;
(2) On page 2, line 29 1/2, insert a new Section 2 to read as follows:
“Section 2.
Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.
(1) Both the multifamily residential use approved by Ordinance 2006-726-E and a self-storage warehouse use are permitted, either separately or together.
(2) As to the self-storage use:

a) The hours of operation shall be 6 a.m. to 10 p.m., 7 days a week.

b) Aluminum gates shall secure the site and control access during the permitted hours of operation.

c) Conducting business out of a storage unit is prohibited.

d) The only permitted signage will be on the leasing office, be non-illuminated, and limited to 10% of the wall area of the leasing office.

e) The storage buildings shall have either flat roofs with a parapet, or gabled or hip roofs.

f) An earth tone color scheme, currently contemplated to be khaki for the buildings and slated for the doors, will be utilized.

g) An uncomplimentary buffer (10’ landscaped strip, minimum 6’ screen by PVC vinyl fence and minimum 85% opaque) will be provided in accordance with Section 656.1216 of the Code along Bennett Creek Drive, to include shade trees. Twice the amount of minimum required plantings will be provided on the north and west property lines, subject to the review and approval of the Planning and Development Department.

(3) The vinyl PVC fence color to be approved by Sealy during the 10-set review process. This paragraph shall apply to the fencing on the north and west property lines only.
(4) No outside storage uses of any kind shall be permitted.”; and
(3) Renumber the remaining Section(s); and
(4) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.
