AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $15,000 FROM THE FLORIDA FISH AND WILDLIFE CONSERVATION COMMISSION, WITH NO LOCAL MATCH, TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR A THREE-YEAR MONITORING AND ASSESSMENT OF TWO ARTIFICIAL REEFS IN THE ST. JOHNS RIVER WEST OF SAN MARCO BY JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY AS THE CITY’S SUBCONTRACTOR, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-070; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY FOR ST. JOHNS RIVER ARTIFICIAL REEF MONITORING; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION OF THE NEIGHBORHOODS DEPARTMENT; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF SECTION 126.107(g)(EXEMPTIONS); PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR A DIRECT CONTRACT WITH JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY FOR THE ARTIFICIAL REEF MONITORING; PROVIDING FOR REPORTS TO THE FLORIDA FISH AND WILDLIFE CONSERVATION COMMISSION; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE PURSUANT TO COUNCIL RULES 4.901 EMERGENCY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is a grant from the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission. No local match is required. A copy of the Grant Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission, FWC Agreement No. 15105, has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding for a three-year monitoring and assessment of two artificial reefs in the St. Johns River west of San Marco by Jacksonville University as the City’s subcontractor (the “Project”).
Section 3.

Agreement approved. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City the Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Jacksonville University for St. Johns River Artificial Reef Monitoring, in substantially the same form placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Agreement”).
Section 4.

Oversight department.
The Environmental Quality Division (EQD) of the Neighborhoods Department shall oversee the Project.
Section 5.

Invoking the exception to Section 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.

The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of the professional services of Jacksonville University for the Project. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect. The Grant Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission designates specific services to be performed by Jacksonville University as the subcontractor for the City.   
 
Section 6.

Reports.
Jacksonville University will be required to submit reports to EQD which will in turn be forwarded to the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission. The reports shall include: an angular methods survey report within 90 days of the execution of the contract; a Structure Survey map and Report; a progress report spreadsheet listing survey information 60 days prior to expiration; a draft final report 60 days prior to expiration; and, a final report prior to expiration of the Agreement.

Section 7.

Requesting one cycle emergency passage pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
  One-cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is to allow the City to appropriate funds and execute a contract to have the work performed.  In order to secure state funds, on February 15, 2017, the Florida Fish and Wild Life Commission executed the grant contract, the signing of which commenced the  90 day timeframe by which the initial deliverable must be completed.  This legislation enables the City to enter into a contract with Jacksonville University to begin the work for which the deadline on the first deliverable is fast approaching.
Section 8.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
