RESOLUTION 2017-203-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND OUTSTANDING EDUCATIONAL CAREER OF WILLIAM JAMES WEATHERSBEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, William James Weathersbee was born July 22, 1928 in the Northwest area of Jacksonville, attended Duval County Schools and graduated from Old Stanton High School in 1947; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Weathersbee attended Tillotson College in Austin, Texas, on a football scholarship, where he received his bachelor’s degree in physical education in 1951, attended Columbia Teachers College in New York City, where he received his master’s degree in 1956, then returned to Jacksonville and taught physical education at Northwestern Junior-Senior High School from 1956 to 1965; and


WHEREAS, in 1965, William Weathersbee became one of the pioneer faculty members at William M. Raines High School where he taught physical education and coached football, then was promoted to Dean of Boys in 1969, and he provided much guidance and inspiration to Raines students until his retirement in 1983; and
WHEREAS, over the years, Mr. Weathersbee received numerous honors for his contributions to coaching and education, including a 2010 award from the African American Coaches and Game Officials Association; and


WHEREAS, “Coach” Weathersbee, as he was well known, was the loving father of Tonyaa Weathersbee and Avis Weathersbee, and the husband of Wallace Weathersbee, who are joined by thousands of Raines High School alumni, teachers and administrators and by the community at large in mourning his passing; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commemorates the life and outstanding educational career of William J. Weathersbee and extends to his many family and friends the City’s sincere condolences upon his passing. “Coach” Weathersbee was a tremendous mentor and an inspiration to all who knew him, and will be fondly remembered.

Section 2.
