Bill Summary: This bill appoints Andrew F. Dickson, as a lay citizen member of the Mobility Plan Working Group, to serve until the City Council takes final action on the group’s recommendations.
Background Information: The Mobility Plan Working Group is established pursuant to Chapter 655, Part 509, Ordinance Code, and charged to provide the Mayor and the Council with recommendations for legislative and executive branches of government within ninety days of receiving the Planning and Development Department’s report containing the evaluation and recommendations of appropriate amendments to the 2030 Mobility Plan and Chapter 655. Section 655.509, Ordinance Code, provides for two of the seven members of the committee to be lay citizens appointed by the Council President.
Mr. Dickson received a bachelor’s degree in English literature from Oberlin College. He is a teacher at The Bolles School and is active in a number of community organizations including the San Marco Preservation Society and the Steering Committee for San Marco by Design. Mr. Dickson resides in the San Marco area within Council District #5.
