RESOLUTION 2017-206-A
A RESOLUTION CONFIRMING THE appointment of ANDREW F. DICKSON, a Duval County RESIDENT, as a lay citizen member of the MOBILITY PLAN WORKING GROUP, PURSUANT TO THE PROVISIONS OF Section 655.509, Ordinance code; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, pursuant to Ordinance 2011-536-E, as codified in Section 655.509, Ordinance Code, every five years, the Planning and Development Department shall evaluate the 2030 Mobility Plan and Chapter 655 with respect to the implementation of the 2030 Mobility Plan; and


WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department shall present a report containing the evaluation and recommendations of appropriate amendments to the 2030 Mobility Plan and Chapter 655 to the Mobility Plan Working Group; and 
WHEREAS, the Mobility Plan Working Group shall be comprised of seven members, with one City Council Member appointed by the City Council President, two lay citizens appointed by the City Council President, three lay members appointed by the Mayor, and one lay member appointed jointly by the Mayor and the City Council President; and 

WHEREAS, the lay member, appointed jointly by the Mayor and the City Council President, shall serve as the Chair of the Mobility Plan Working Group; and 

Whereas, the Mobility Plan Working Group shall provide the Mayor and the Council with recommendations for action by the legislative and executive branches of government within ninety days after the Mobility Plan Working Group's receipt of the report; now therefore
BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Confirmation. The Council hereby confirms the Council President’s appointment of Andrew F. Dickson, a Duval County resident, as a lay citizen member of the Mobility Plan Working Group, pursuant to the provisions of Section 655.509, Ordinance Code.  Pursuant to §655.509, all members shall serve until the City Council takes final action on the recommendations.


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
