AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 43.28( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 on 0 fouraker road between normandy boulevard and lenox avenue (R.E no(s) 008664-0205), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED BY citizens state bank, FROM PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT (ordinance 2004-1245-e) TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT residential uses AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE Fouraker Road PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Citizens State Bank, the owner(s) of approximately 43.28(  acres located in Council District 12 on 0 Fouraker Road between Normandy Boulevard and Lenox Avenue (R.E. No(s) 008664-0205), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated February 14, 2017 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinance 2004-1245-E) to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Planned Unit Development (PUD) District (Ordinance 2004-1245-E) to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall generally permit residential uses, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:
Exhibit 1 – Legal Description dated February 14, 2017.

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&D D.

2nd Revised Exhibit 3 – 2nd Revised Written Description dated June 27, 2017.
Revised Exhibit 4 – Revised Site Plan dated June 20, 2017.

Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(1)
At the time of PUD verification of Substantial Compliance, the Applicant shall submit a traffic signage and striping plan for the project access at Fouraker Road to the Department of Public Works for review and approval by the Department.

(2)
A minimum of 27 lots within the PUD will have homes with brick or stone accents on at least the front of the house.  At least 10 homes among lots 1 through 6, and 95 through 105 will have this feature.  These will count toward the 27 lot requirement. Furthermore, no homes will be allowed to be constructed with vinyl siding on any sides of the home.

(3)
Along Fouraker Road, a buffer will be constructed consisting of brick columns, a 2-foot high brick knee wall, and fencing as shown on the rendering and elevation attached as Exhibit 5.  Furthermore, vinyl or wood fencing will be located along other portions of the project perimeter as shown on the site plan and the PVC material cut sheet attached as Revised Exhibit 6, dated June 27, 2017.

(4)
The white vinyl fence along the north property line shall be eight (8) feet in height as shown on the Revised Exhibit 6 dated June 27, 2017.

(5)
The homes on Lots 99, 100, 101, and 102 (located as shown on the Revised Exhibit 6) shall be limited to one story homes.   A restriction to this effect must be added to the Declaration of Covenants and Restrictions for the development.  The Planning and Development Department shall require that the following statement be included in the Declaration prior to Verification of Substantial Compliance to a PUD:

“Each homeowner, by virtue of taking title to Lot 99, Lot 100, Lot 101 or Lot 102, hereby agrees that the home built on those Lots may be only one story.  Furthermore, each homeowner agrees that the deed of conveyance of said Lots to a third party shall specifically state that the Lot is subject to the terms of this instrument, specifically including the condition that these Lots are limited to one story homes, and shall state the recording book and page information for this instrument as recorded in the public records of Duval County.”

(6)
The Planning and Development Department is directed to place a Hold or to request that the Building Inspection Division place a Hold on the final inspection for the subject permit, with the Requirement to Clear being the receipt of letters of certification by the lead horizontal or lead vertical design professional confirming that all conditions to this PUD ordinance have been satisfied.  The facility shall not be occupied in any manner without this certification.  This condition shall apply to both phased and non-phased developments.  The terms “Hold” and “Requirement to Clear” are as utilized within the Building Inspection Division’s permitting system.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Citizens State Bank, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is George A. Leone, Leone Development, LLC, 3806 Valverde Circle, Jacksonville, Florida 32224; (904) 333-5874.
Section 4.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The effective date of this rezoning will be delayed until the Second Revised Site Plan and the Second Revised Written Description are received by the Office of General Counsel and determined to be consistent with these conditions.  Upon the determination of consistency, the Office of General Counsel will immediately forward this legislation to the Council President and the Council Secretary for signature.
