ORDINANCE 2017-232-E
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $28,367.54 FROM COMPLETED AND CLOSED CAPITAL PROJECTS FOR THE REPAIR AND REPLACEMENT OF SECURITY CAMERAS AT BRENTWOOD, BROWN EASTSIDE, DALLAS GRAHAM, HIGHLANDS, BRADHAM BROOKS NORTHEAST, REGENCY, SAN MARCO, CHARLES WEBB, WESTBROOK, AND WILLOWBRANCH LIBRARIES, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-083; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

Explanation of Appropriation

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding from completed and closed capital projects for the repair and replacement of security cameras at Brentwood, Brown Eastside, Dallas Graham, Highlands, Bradham Brooks Northeast, Regency, San Marco, Charles Webb, Westbrook, and Willowbranch libraries.
