RESOLUTION 2017-237-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING KIRK SHERMAN ON HIS OUTSTANDING CAREER OF PUBLIC SERVICE UPON HIS RETIREMENT FROM THE POSITION OF CITY COUNCIL AUDITOR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Kirk Sherman, a Jacksonville native and graduate of Ed White High School, earned an A.A. degree in business administration from Florida Junior College (now Florida State College at Jacksonville) and earned his bachelor’s degree in accounting from the University of North Florida; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Sherman was hired as a Public Accounts Auditor I in the Council Auditor’s office in 1980, earned his CPA certification in 1986 and was promoted through the ranks in the office until he was appointed Assistant Council Auditor by the City Council in 2003 and Council Auditor in 2006; and


WHEREAS, Kirk Sherman has carried on the City’s tradition of outstanding Council Auditors since consolidation in 1968, following in the footsteps of Council Auditors Gene McLeod, Bob Johnson, and Richard Wallace; and
WHEREAS, Kirk Sherman has continued the long tradition of Council Auditors skillfully hiring and supervising a staff of talented and hard-working CPAs to review the financial and operational aspects of all City departments, commissions, and independent agencies, and thereby to protect the public’s confidence in the administration of its government and the expenditure of its tax dollars; and

WHEREAS, the citizens of Jacksonville have benefited from the diligent pursuit, through the audit and oversight process, of financial issues that daily impact fiscal policy for the City; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Sherman has made himself invaluable to the City Council throughout his decades of service, conducting audits and special projects, analyzing legislation, understanding and explaining the nuances of budgets, and otherwise providing advice and wise counsel to the City Council, its committees and members, and to the City administration; and

WHEREAS, Kirk Sherman is highly respected in the governmental accounting and auditing profession, serving in various leadership capacities in the Florida Government Finance Officers Association and other professional and civic organizations; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Sherman has recently announced his retirement after 37 years of government service; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Kirk Sherman for his outstanding career of public service upon the occasion of his retirement from the position of City Council Auditor. Mr. Sherman’s contributions to the transparent, efficient and effective operation of the City government will be long and gratefully remembered by all who had the pleasure of working with him.
