JOHNS RIVER – RIVERFRONT PARK BULKHEAD REPLACEMENT PROJECT ACCOUNT TO PROVIDE FUNDING TO REPLACE THE FAILING BULKHEAD AT RIVERFRONT PARK ON RIVER ROAD IN SAN MARCO, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-086; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO DECREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “ST JOHNS RIVER BULKHEAD/RIVERWALK REP,” “ST JOHNS RIVER BULKHEAD, ASSESS/RESTORE,” AND “COUNTYWIDE BULKHD - ASSMNT, REPAIR, REPLCEMT” AND INCREASE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “ST JOHNS RIVER – RIVERFRONT PARK BULKHEAD REPLACEMENT”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is an appropriation of funds from the St. Johns River Bulkhead/Riverwalk Repairs Project, St. Johns River Bulkhead, Assess/Restore Project, and Countywide Bulkhead Assessment, Repair, Replacement Project accounts to the St. Johns River – Riverfront Park Bulkhead Replacement Project account. 
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to replace the failing bulkhead at Riverfront Park on River Road in San Marco. The existing bulkhead along the river is in poor condition, which allows large cave-ins to develop on the land side. The cave-ins are a hazard to the public and require constant maintenance to fill them. Riverfront Park is currently fenced to keep the public away from the hazards.  
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to decrease funding for the projects entitled “St Johns River Bulkhead/Riverwalk Rep,” “St Johns River Bulkhead, Assess/Restore,” and “Countywide Bulkhd - Assmnt, Repair, Replcemt” and increase funding for the project entitled “St Johns River – Riverfront Park Bulkhead Replacement.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in replacing the failing bulkhead. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
