An ordinance appropriating $168,785.68 from THE BUILDING INSPECTION CASH CARRYOVER ACCOUNT  TO FUND 1) SALARIES AND BENEFITS FOR FOUR NEW CONSTRUCTION TRADES INSPECTORS – BUILDING FOR A PERIOD OF THREE MONTHS (JULY – SEPTEMBER) FOR THE 2016-2017 FISCAL YEAR, 2) CELL PHONES, WIFI SERVICE, LAPTOPS, AND LICENSES, AND 3) FOUR NEW PICKUP TRUCKS (FORD F-150) WITH ASSOCIATED FUNDING FOR REPAIRS, PARTS, OIL, AND GAS TO SUPPORT THE NEW INSPECTORS, AS INITIATED BY Revised B.T. 17-087; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING an increase OF FOUR POSITIONS in the employee cap of the building inspection division; APPROVING POSITIONS, AS INITIATED BY R.C. 17-145; providing for an effective date.

Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there is hereby appropriated the indicated sum from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The funding above is from the Building Inspection Cash Carryover Account.

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to fund: i) salaries and benefits for four new Construction Trades Inspectors – Building for a period of three months (July – September) for the 2016-2017 fiscal year; ii) cell phones, wifi service, laptops, and licenses; and, iii) four new pickup trucks (Ford F-150) with associated funding for repairs, parts, oil, and gas to support the new inspectors. The Building Inspection Division has seen a significant increase in the number of building and roofing permit applications and inspection requests over the past four years. The number of building and roofing inspections over the last four months (November 2016 – February 2017) averaged 9,349 inspections per month, compared to 7,857 inspections per month for the previous four months (July 2016 – October 2016), an increase of 1,492 inspections per month.
Section 3.

Approving and authorizing employee cap increase.
There is hereby approved and authorized an increase of four positions in the employee cap for the Building Inspection Division.
Section 4.

Approval of positions.
There are hereby approved the positions more fully described in R.C. 17-145, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.
