ORDINANCE 2017-269
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, THE TRANSFER AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILE AND THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (“FDOT”) TO IDENTIFY AND PROVIDE A MEANS BY WHICH ANY TRANSFERS OF PROPERTY OR IMPROVEMENTS CAN OCCUR UNDER THE PREVIOUSLY APPROVED CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT FOR THE PROJECT KNOWN AS “BRIDGE REPLACEMENT ON HOWELL DRIVE/RIBAULT RIVER, BRIDGE #724147”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Approval and authorization to execute Transfer and Maintenance Agreement.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Transfer and Maintenance Agreement (TMA) between the City and the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”), placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services. On October 21, 2014, FDOT and the City executed a Construction and Maintenance Agreement (CMA) for the Howell Drive/Ribault River Bridge, as authorized by Ordinance 2014-586-E. At the time the CMA was executed, there were parcels to be transferred to the City that had not been identified. Because of this omission, FDOT has requested the separate TMA to be executed. The previously executed CMA is attached to the TMA as Exhibit C. There is also a Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund Easement, which requires additional language in the TMA. As set forth in both the CMA and the TMA, FDOT will undertake a project known as “Bridge Replacement on Howell Drive/Ribault River, Bridge #724147” (the “Project”) at no cost to the City. After completion of the Project, the City will own, operate, maintain, and repair the improvements.
Section 2. 
Oversight. The Engineering and Construction Management Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the Project.
Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
