Bill Summary: The ordinance approves the Harbour Waterway Dependent Special District Proposed Fiscal Year 2017/2018 Budget, per Ordinance 2010-725-E and Section 189.02 Florida Statutes.
Background Information:  Florida Statutes provide that the City Council may create dependent special districts for the purpose of delivering essential services to specific areas within the City.  The system of canals located in the Harbour Waterway neighborhood, located in Council District 1, requires continuous maintenance in order to remain navigable and sanitary.  The City is unable to provide the human and financial resources required to properly maintain the system of canals.  A dependent special district financed by the property owners live adjacent to the canals is an appropriate, efficient and effective vehicle to insure that the canals are properly maintained.  In order for the District to qualify as a dependent special district per section 189.02, Florida Statutes, 
The City, in Ordinance 2010-725-E, requited the District to submit its proposed budget to the City Council every year by April 1st.  The District has submitted its proposed Fiscal Year 2017/2018 budget to the City Council.  For .   Fiscal Year 2017/2018, the total revenues in the proposed budget is $692,879, expenditures is in the amount of $669,132.  There are 105 residential parcels in the District.  Each residence is assessed at $2,000.00.
