AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING PORTIONS OF FIVE (5) RIGHTS-OF WAY, ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 2, PAGE 88, NORTH RIVER VIEW, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, DATED JANUARY 1, 1907,  AND IN PLAT BOOK 6, PAGE 48, EAST SPRINGFIELD, OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, DATED JANUARY 19, 1915, ALL LOCATED BETWEEN BUCKMAN STREET AND TALLEYRAND AVENUE SOUTH OF 21ST STREET EAST, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, AT THE REQUEST OF THE JACKSONVILLE PORT AUTHORITY, SUBJECT TO RESERVATION UNTO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JEA OF  ALL-UTILITIES EASEMENTS OVER THE CLOSED RIGHTS-OF-WAY FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  Portions of five (5) rights-of way, established in Plat Book 2, Page 88, North River View, of the Public Records of Duval County, dated January 1, 1907,  and in Plat Book 6, Page 48, East Springfield, of the Public Records of Duval County, dated January 19, 1915, all located between Buckman Street and Talleyrand Avenue south of 21st Street East, in Council District 7, descriptions of which are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, are hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as rights-of-way at the request of the Jacksonville Port Authority (JPA), which owns or is in the process of purchasing all adjacent properties; provided, however, there are hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA all-utilities easements on, over, across, under, and through the rights-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities, including but not limited to water, sewer, electric, and drainage.

If JaxPort is unable to acquire the parcels identified by R.E. numbers 115616-0000 and 115615-0019 on Louise Street south of 19th Street East, then the rights-of-way adjacent to those parcels will not be closed and JaxPort will construct a cul-de-sac at the southern termination of Louise Street. JaxPort otherwise owns all of the property adjacent to the closures. The cul-de-sac will be constructed to meet City of Jacksonville standards and will be constructed at the sole expense of JaxPort. No other street will terminate in a dead-end and all other property will be accessible to the City.


There were no objections to the closures from city, state, or utility agencies. There are ATT, Comcast, JEA, and TECO facilities in the subject rights-of-way. Accordingly, the all-utilities easements are being reserved over the closed rights-of-way in the name of JEA and the City of Jacksonville. 

JPA is a governmental entity and is exempt from the closure application fee.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
