
FINANCE AMENDMENT

The Finance Committee offers the following amendment to File No. 2017-288:
(1) On page 3, line 29, before “Collecting”, insert “JSEB Monitoring Committee;”;

(2) On page 3, line 30, strike “JSEB Monitoring Committee, to” and insert “seven-member JSEB Monitoring Committee, to annually”;

(3) On page 4, lines 4-5, strike “This Committee shall meet with the Director quarterly, who shall generate a” and insert “The Committee shall also annually review the (i) maximum threshold amounts for personal net worth and averaged annual gross receipts referenced in Section 126.608(c)(2), and (ii) limitation on the number of program participation years in Section 126.608(9) to determine if such amounts and limitation on the number of years are appropriate for the Program.  Based on the Committee’s Program review, the Committee may recommend to the City Council for consideration amendments to the Program, including but not limited to, the Program goals, training, access to capital, bonding, certification requirements, maximum threshold amounts in Section 126.608(c)(2) and the limitation on the number of program participation years in Section 126.608(9).  This Committee shall meet quarterly with the Director quarterly, who shall then generate a quarterly”;

(4) On page 4, line 6, strike “with a copy to the CAO” and insert “with a copy to the CAO”;

(5) On page 4, line 8, strike “two” and insert “two four”; 

(6) On page 4, lines 9-16, strike “The Committee shall be comprised of two non-JSEB contractors, one appointed by each of by the Mayor and the Council, two JSEB contractors, one appointed each by the Mayor and the Council, and one private citizen representative from the Florida Small Business Development Center at the University of North Florida or similar educational institution or business development organization appointed by each of the Mayor and the Council, for three-year staggered terms.” and insert “The Committee shall be comprised of two non-JSEB contractors, one appointed by each of the Mayor and one appointed by the Council, two certified JSEB contractors, one appointed by the Mayor and one appointed by the Council, and one two private citizens, one appointed by the Mayor, and one appointed by the Council, and one representative from the Northeast Florida Builders Association, or similar trade association, appointed by each of the Mayor and the Council, for three-year staggered terms.  The two non-JSEB contractor members must have a current contract with the City or have had a contract with the City in the past.”;

(7) On page 4, line 20, strike “five” and insert “five seven”;
(8) On page 4, line 20, after “JSEB” insert “Monitoring”;

(9) On page 5, strike line 6 in its entirety and insert the following:

“(1)  Reside currently in Duval County for a minimum of one year twelve consecutive month period immediately preceding prior to the JSEB application date; or have an established business headquartered for a minimum of three years in Jacksonville Duval County, and reside in Duval, St. Johns, Nassau, Baker, or Clay County for one year total within the five County area;”;
(10) On page 5, strike lines 15-19 in their entirety and insert the following:

“$12,000,000.  ThisThe averaged annual gross receipts and personal net worth maximum threshold amounts shall be subject to annual analysis by the JSEB Administrator and reviewed by the JSEB Monitoring Committee pursuant to Section 126.606, who may recommend to the City Council Committee responsible for Audit review for consideration by the City Council an amount that may be more appropriate;”;
(11) On page 5, line 21, after “years” insert “from the date of the JSEB’s first contract as a prime contractor of the City or as a subcontractor retained by a prime contractor of the City, whichever is earlier”;
(12) On page 1, line 1, amend the introductory sentence to add that the bill was amended as reflected herein.   
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
