WHEREAS,
caring for the elderly in their golden years is a noble mission; at the heart of River Garden Hebrew Home are the words of wisdom in the 5th Commandment: “Honor thy father and thy mother so that thy days might be long upon the earth…”;  and

WHEREAS,
the goals and mission of the River Garden Hebrew Home when it was founded by the Ladies’ Hebrew Sheltering Aid Society in 1946 were to create a comfortable, caring, and dignified home for the frail elderly serving both rich and poor with excellence and to serve people of all faiths while maintaining an environment supportive of Jewish identity; and

WHEREAS,
in the beginning, River Garden Hebrew Home consisted of four residents in a stately mansion in Riverside; largely successful fundraising drives in 1955, 1963, 1969 and 1985 enabled the home to expand; by 1969 the home’s capacity had grown to 192 residents; in 1989, the Home relocated to its present location, a beautifully landscaped 40-acre campus in Mandarin; and
WHEREAS,
anchored by the nursing home, the River Garden campus is now a widely-admired system of senior care programs and services that include: skilled nursing and short-stay rehabilitation, traditional long-term care, Alzheimer’s and memory care, adult care, independent living apartments, licensed home health care, geriatric assessment outpatient therapies and the Albert Z. Fleet Geriatric Training Center; and

WHEREAS,
River Garden Hebrew Home is the only eight-time recipient of Florida’s prestigious Governor’s Gold Seal Award for Excellence in Long-Term Care and is 5-Star rated by the Agency for Health Care Administration; and
WHEREAS,
the extensively trained, professional staff of River Garden Hebrew Home are dedicated and work relentlessly to provide the caring and services that has earned the Home recognition and awards and it is fitting that we take this opportunity in recognizing and commending this outstanding community in Mandarin and wish the staff and residents continued success in the years ahead
