AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $418,778.00 FROM THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (FDOT) TO FUND THE CONSTRUCTION AND ADMINISTRATION OF THE CEDAR POINT PRESERVE TRAIL BRIDGE PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 17-091; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE LOCAL AGENCY PROGRAM AGREEMENT BETWEEN FDOT AND THE CITY; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY THE CONSTRUCTION & MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT BETWEEN FDOT AND THE CITY; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR THE PROJECT ENTITLED “CEDAR POINT PRESERVE TRAIL BRIDGE PROJECT”; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE ENGINEERING AND CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Explanation of appropriation
The funding above is a grant from the Florida Department of Transportation (“FDOT”) that will be utilized by the Public Works Department for the purposes described below.


Section 2. 
Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to design and construct a 245 foot pedestrian bridge across Cedar Point Creek that will connect the existing trail network at the City of Jacksonville’s Cedar Point Preserve to the existing trails at the Cedar Point Property of the National Park Service (NPS), managed as part of the Timucuan Ecological and Historic Preserve. The City, NPS, and the Florida Park Service (FPS) are in a partnership in this area called the Timucuan Trail State and National Parks. The partners collaborate on park planning and resource management to provide a seamless experience for visitors as they navigate from one connected property to the next. Trail connectivity has already been established between the City’s Cedar Point Preserve and the adjacent State Park property, Pumpkin Hill Creek Preserve State Park, as well as two other adjoining City-owned preserves, Betz-Tiger Point Preserve and Jim Wingate Preserve. Completion of the bridge project will clear the last major hurdle to connecting the trails on five adjacent conservation lands totaling 5,526 acres managed by the City, NPS, and FPS and connect nearly 28 miles of trails.
Section 3.

Local Agency Program Agreement approved and execution authorized.
There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Local Agency Program Agreement between FDOT and the City, placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services.

Section 4.

Construction & Maintenance Agreement approved and execution authorized.

There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City, the Construction & Maintenance Agreement between FDOT and the City, attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 5.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to provide funding for the project entitled “Cedar Point Preserve Trail Bridge Project.” The project is more fully described in the Project Information Sheet, attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral will result in unnecessary delay in receiving the grant dollars from FDOT. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Departmental Oversight.
The Engineering and Construction Management Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the project described herein.

Section 7.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
