AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING, Pursuant to Section 122.402(b), Ordinance Code, THE ACQUISITION FOR $156,000.00 OF THE REAL PROPERTY AT 1081 HAMMOND BOULEVARD, JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA 32221, R.E. #008742-0000, PARCEL 114, RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY WHICH HAS BEEN NEGATIVELY IMPACTED BY THE WIDENING OF HAMMOND BOULEVARD; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE REAL ESTATE DIVISION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Acquisition of R.E. #008742-0000, Parcel 114 authorized.  There is hereby authorized, pursuant to Section 122.402(b), Ordinance Code, the acquisition of the real property at 1081 Hammond Boulevard, Jacksonville, Florida 32221, R.E. #008742-0000, Parcel 114 (the “Subject Property”), for $156,000.00. The widening of Hammond Boulevard has negatively impacted the Subject Property, a residential home. With the widening complete, the Subject Property is now in close proximity to the edge of the pavement. The home is within 15 feet of the travel surface and the roadway is approximately three feet higher than the adjacent yard. As the cost for mitigation measures would exceed the value of the Subject Property, it is in the City’s best interest to purchase the home so that the residents may relocate. After purchase of the Subject Property, the structures will be demolished and the Subject Property will be added to the City’s inventory and disposed of at a later date. Funds for acquisition of the Subject Property are to be first paid from PWCP331SD541-06505 PW0382-03(project) PWC012-10 (grant). Once this account is exhausted, the remaining amount needed for the acquisition of the Subject Property shall be paid by PWCP351SD541-06504 PW0382-01(project).

Section 2.

Oversight.

The Real Estate Division of the Department of Public Works shall oversee the Program.
