RESOLUTION 2017-329-A
A RESOLUTION EXPRESSING THE CITY'S SUPPORT FOR THE APPLICATION BY KINGDOM WORLDWIDE HUMANITARIAN AID COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE FLORIDA COMMUNITY CONTRIBUTION TAX CREDIT PROGRAM FOR PURPOSES OF PROVIDING AFFORDABLE HOUSING OPPORTUNITIES TO LOW-TO-MODERATE INCOME CITIZENS; PROVIDING FOR COMPLIANCE WITH THE COMPREHENSIVE PLAN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid Community Development Corporation is a Florida not—for—profit 501(c)(3) corporation with corporate offices located at 50 N. Laura Street, Jacksonville Florida 32202, and 1225 W. Beaver Street, Jacksonville Florida 32204; and 


WHEREAS, Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid Community Development Corporation is organized to provide affordable housing, housing counseling, education, and disaster relief with crisis counseling; and


WHEREAS, Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid Community Development Corporation intends to become a Community Housing Development Organization (CHDO) to provide diverse affordable housing opportunities and create 10-25 jobs for low-income and economically disadvantaged people in the enterprise zone; and


WHEREAS, in order to assist with the cost of affordable housing and support creation of jobs for the economically disadvantaged persons Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid Community Development Corporation desires to participate in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department has reviewed Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid Community Development Corporation project description and proposed activities for the Community Contribution Tax Credit Program and that Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid Community Development Corporation’s participation in the Community Contribution Tax Credit Program   is consistent with Policies 1.2.4, 1.2.8, 1.2.11, 1.2.15, 1.2.16 and 1.3.4 of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, which pertain to affordable housing; 

WHEREAS, based on the foregoing, the Planning and Development Department finds that Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid CDC’s proposal is consistent with local plans, regulations, and the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, as indicated in a letter dated April 12, 2017; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville is supportive of Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid CDC’s plans and use of the Community Contribution Tax Credit; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

City Council Support. The City of Jacksonville hereby supports the application by Kingdom Worldwide Humanitarian Aid Community Development Corporation to participate in the Florida Community Contribution Tax Credit Program as a provider of residential and low—income affordable housing.


Section 2. 
Compliance with the Comprehensive Plan. The City of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department certifies that the project to be undertaken is consistent with local plans and regulations, including the City of Jacksonville's Comprehensive Plan. A copy of the letter from the Planning and Development Department, dated April 12, 2017, is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.
