ORDINANCE 2017-339
An ordinance CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROPRIATING $20,000.00 FROM ELDERSOURCE, with no local match, to INCREASE THE RESPITE FOR ELDERS LIVING IN EVERYDAY FAMILIES (RELIEF) PROGRAM, THUS PROVIDING 1,222 ADDITIONAL HOURS OF IN-HOME RESPITE CARE AND COMPANIONSHIP SERVICES FOR SENIORS; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing for an effective date.

Explanation of Appropriation

The appropriation above is a grant from ElderSource, with no local match. The grant is listed on the FY16 B1b but the original appropriation exceeded the 10% threshold and was approved in Ordinance 2016-469-E.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to increase the Respite for Elders Living in Everyday Families (RELIEF) Program. The grant increase will support 1,222 additional hours of in-home respite care and companionship services for seniors. The grant funds expire June 30, 2017. No match is required. A copy of the award letter is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency.

One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that the RELIEF grant ends June 30, 2017.
