AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING A CONTINUATION GRANT; APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER ON BEHALF OF THE CITY 1) THE GASOLINE STORAGE TANK INSPECTION CONTRACT BETWEEN THE FLORIDA DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION (FDEP) AND THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (THE “CONTRACT”); 2) ANNUAL TASK ASSIGNMENTS PROVIDED TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY DIVISION (EQD) BY FDEP EACH FISCAL YEAR THROUGH THE END OF THE CONTRACT; AND, 3) ANY EXTENSIONS OR AMENDMENTS TO THE CONTRACT, WHICH WILL PROVIDE FUNDING FOR EQD PERSONNEL TO CONTINUE TO PERFORM INSPECTIONS OF COVERED FACILITIES TO ENSURE COMPLIANCE WITH STATE REGULATIONS RELATIVE TO LEAK DETECTION, UPGRADES, TANK AND DISTRIBUTION REPLACEMENTS, AND FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY (INSURANCE); PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY EQD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Documents approved and execution authorized.  There are hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the City: i) the Gasoline Storage Tank Inspection Contract between the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) and the City of Jacksonville, a copy of which has been placed on file with the Office of Legislative Services (the “Contract”); ii) annual Task Assignments provided to the Environmental Quality Division (EQD) by FDEP each fiscal year through the end of the Contract; and, iii) any extensions or amendments to the Contract. The Contract will provide funding for EQD personnel to continue to perform inspections of covered facilities to ensure compliance with state regulations relative to leak detection, upgrades, tank and distribution replacements, and financial responsibility (insurance). The program has been in place since 1989 in Duval County; in 2016, EQD was assigned inspection responsibilities for program eligible sites in Baker, Nassau, and St. Johns Counties as well. The Contract commences upon execution by both parties and shall remain in effect for a period of 10 years.

Section 2.

Oversight.

EQD shall oversee the Program.
