ORDINANCE 2017-345-E
An ordinance regarding a grant to THE FAMILIES OF SLAIN CHILDREN OF JACKSONVILLE, FLorida, INC. for Fiscal year 2009-2010; addressing NON-COMPLIANCE with the city grant AGREEMENT and ordinance code chapter 118 for fiscal year 2009-2010; providing for ACKNOWLEDGMENT AND forgiveness to the FAMILIES OF SLAIN CHILDREN OF JACKSONVILLE, FLorida, INC. for violations related to their fiscal year 2009-2010 city grant agreement SO AS TO RATIFY AND AUTHORIZE EXPENDITURES TECHNICALLY NOT AUTHORIZED;; DIRECTING THE REMOVAL OF THE FAMILIES OF SLAIN CHILDREN OF JACKSONVILLE, FLORIDA, INC. FROM THE COUNCIL AUDITOR’S NON-COMPLIANCE LIST; REQUESTING ONE CYCLE EMERGENCY PASSAGE; providing for an effective date.

WHEREAS, the City Grant Agreement requires that City funds be expended by the recipient in accordance with a budget reviewed and approved by the City contract administrator; and

WHEREAS, the Families Of Slain Children of Jacksonville, Florida, Inc. (“FOSCI”) received a City grant in the 2009-2010 fiscal year in the amount of $38,004, and although the budget was not exceeded, certain line items were over spent ($3,568.59), while others were underspent, but the aggregate amount of the grant was not exceeded; and

WHEREAS, additionally the required annual report was not received by the deadline; and


WHEREAS, as a result of not receiving the annual report by the required deadline, FOSCI was placed on the non-compliance list. Because of grant funds being spent over the budgeted amount on certain line items, FOSCI presently remains on the non-compliance list; and 


WHEREAS, being on the non-compliance list precludes FOSCI from receiving further City appropriations; and 


WHEREAS, FOSCI requests that the City Council consider the following: acknowledging and forgiving the action of non-compliance described herein above, curing the non-compliance by legislation; and

WHEREAS, the City grant agreement requirement that any changes to the 2009-2010 budget be approved in writing by the City’s Contract Administrator prior to the expenditure of such funds is being waived for the 2009-2010 agreement to allow movement between line items but keeping within the total budgeted amount and being approved after the expenditure of the funds; now therefore


Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Forgiving Provisions of the 2009-2010 City Grant Agreement. The provisions of § II.B.1. and XIII of the 2009-2010 City Grant Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Families of Slain Children of Jacksonville, Florida, Inc. indicating how funds are to be spent, are hereby waived and forgiven, and expenditures associated therewith ratified. The City of Jacksonville hereby acknowledges and forgives the 2009-2010 expenses as outlined in the budget attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.

Removal from the Non-Compliance List. The City of Jacksonville hereby acknowledges and forgives the FOSCI for any grant administration errors that may have occurred with regard to their fiscal year 2009-2010 city grant, including not spending the grant in accordance with the approved budget, and directs the Council Auditor to remove the FOSCI from the non-compliance list.
 
Section  3.
Requesting One Cycle Emergency Passage Pursuant to Council Rule 4.901 Emergency. One cycle emergency passage of this legislation is requested. The nature of the emergency is that pending legislation 2017-304 appropriates funding to FOSCI, and in order to receive the funding, FOSCI needs to be removed from the non-compliance list. 

Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
