AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING AND/OR DISCLAIMING A PORTION OF THE RIGHT-OF-WAY OF CENTER AVENUE, A 50 FOOT WIDE UNOPENED AND UNIMPROVED RIGHT-OF-WAY CONTAINING INFRASTRUCTURE, ESTABLISHED IN PLAT BOOK 12, PAGE 54, BOWDENDALE REPLAT OF THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, DATED JULY 19, 1926, AND RUNNING FOR 827 FEET TO THE NORTHWEST ALONG CENTER AVENUE FROM ITS INTERSECTION WITH STEPP AVENUE, IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 5, AT THE REQUEST OF STEPP PROPERTIES, LLC AND LARRY M. HECHT PROPERTIES, LLC (THE “APPLICANTS”), SUBJECT TO RESERVATION UNTO THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND JEA OF AN EASEMENT OVER THE RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of the right-of-way of Center Avenue, a 50 foot wide unopened and unimproved right-of-way containing infrastructure, established in Plat Book 12, Page 54, Bowdendale Replat of the Public Records of Duval County, dated July 19, 1926, and running for 827 feet to the northwest along Center Avenue from its intersection with Stepp Avenue, in Council District 5, descriptions of which are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference, is hereby closed and abandoned and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Stepp Properties, LLC and Larry M. Hecht Properties, LLC (the “Applicants”); provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA an all utilities easement on, over, across, under, and through the right-of-way for ingress and egress and for all utilities, including but not limited to water, sewer, electric, and drainage. The right-of-way contains ATT, JEA, TECO, and Comcast facilities, thus requiring reservation of the all utilities easement.

Section 2.

Purpose.
The closure is requested to allow Applicants to expand their respective commercial and light industrial properties. Applicants have paid a $2,091.00 closure application processing fee. This request was sent to adjacent property owners and there were no objections. In addition, there were no objections from city, state, and utility agencies.

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
