AN ORDINANCE regarding CHAPTER 111 (SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS), PART 1 (PARKS, RECREATION, CULTURE AND ENTERTAINMENT) ORDINANCE CODE; REPEALING Section 111.105(B) (COMMUNITY ACTIVITIES TRUST FUND), Ordinance Code; amending SECTION 111.105 (Special Event and Activities Trust Fund), Ordinance code, to CREATE A NEW Subsection b (Parks, Recreation and Community Services Trust Fund) TO create a new trust fund to ENHANCE CITY PARKS; Creating a new Part 7 (Parks Partnership Program), Chapter 664 (Parks and Recreational Areas, Facilities and Activities), Ordinance Code; APPROVING AND adopting PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM IMPLEMENTING POLICiES of the PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES TRUST FUND; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Repealing Section 111.105(b) (Community Activities Trust Fund), Ordinance Code. Section 111.105(b) (Community Activities Trust Fund), Part 1 (Parks, Recreation, Culture and Entertainment), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby repealed in its entirety.
Section 2. 
Amending Section 111.105 (Special Event and Activities Trust Fund), Ordinance Code. Section 111.105 (Special Event and Activities Trust Fund), Part 1 (Parks, Recreation, Culture and Entertainment), Chapter 111 (Special Revenue and Trust Accounts), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 111. SPECIAL REVENUE AND TRUST ACCOUNTS.
PART 1. PARKS, RECREATION, CULTURE AND ENTERTAINMENT.

Sec. 111.105. – Special Event and Activities Trust Funds. Parks, Recreation and Community Services Trust Funds.

 (b)  Parks, Recreation and Community Services Trust Fund. There is created an account to be known as the Parks, Recreation  and Community Services Trust Fund, into which shall be deposited all funds appropriated from time to time by the Council and all donations, gifts, and fees which are charged by the City or given to the City from nongovernmental sources, together with the interest thereon, to enhance parks. Park enhancements can be for: (i) operating purposes such as providing a higher than normal levels of service (e.g., more frequent grass mowing or enhanced programming); or (ii) capital and other improvements (including the subsequent maintenance thereof if installation is funded pursuant to this paragraph). The Director of Finance and Administration is authorized and directed to make disbursements from this fund upon the written requisition of the Director of the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department, or his designee (the “Director”). The Director is authorized to negotiate and execute contracts and agreements with for-profit and not-for-profit entities for the benefit of an individual park or the park system as a whole; provided, however, that the Director of Finance and Administration shall certify on such contracts or agreements that there are current funds available in this trust fund to fund the particular park enhancement in question, and provided further, that an assistant general counsel in the Office of General Counsel shall approve such contracts and agreements before said contracts or agreements are executed by the parties. No single park enhancement, whether for improvements or enhanced programming, may exceed $100,000; any single expenditure from this trust fund in excess of $100,000 shall require prior Council approval.  The Director may accept into this trust fund in-kind donations of labor and materials for the purposes set forth herein and direct the use of such donations, but the use of any in-kind donation having a value in excess of $100,000 shall require prior Council approval.  No operating funds may be transferred into this trust fund unless specifically approved by City Council. The Director shall administer the rules and guidelines regarding donations to this trust fund, which may include name recognition of donors consistent with the schedule set forth in the rules and guidelines. All monies and interest placed into this trust fund are hereby appropriated for the purposes of this trust fund and such appropriations shall not lapse at the close of any fiscal year, but instead shall carry over to the next fiscal year.

Section 3. 
Creating a new Part 7 (Parks Partnership Program), Chapter 664 (Parks and Recreational Areas, Facilities and Activities), Ordinance Code. A new Part 7 (Parks Partnership Program), Chapter 664 (Parks and Recreational Areas, Facilities and Activities), Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:

CHAPTER 664. PARKS AND RECREATIONAL AREAS, FACILITIES AND ACTIVITIES.
PART 7. PARKS PARTNERSHIP PROGRAM.


Sec. 664.701. - Authorization. 

Authority is granted for the establishment of the Parks Partnership Program whose sole intent and purpose is to promote private support of our City’s expansive park system, provide a framework for the structuring, acceptance, and utilization of donations in City of Jacksonville parks and for the City of Jacksonville park programs as designated by the Director of the Department of Parks Recreation and Community Services. The Parks Partnership Program  shall be strictly in compliance with the provisions and requirements of this Part, the Parks Partnership Program Implementing Policies as adopted by Ordinance 2017-352-E, as amended from time to time and the rules promulgated by the Director of the Department of Parks Recreation and Community Services, and the authority hereby granted is conditioned upon strict compliance. 

Sec. 664.702. - Limitation upon powers. 

The Parks Partnership Program shall be governed by the Parks Partnership Program Implementing Policies adopted by Ordinance 2017-352-E, as amended from time to time, which establish parameters for the authority delegated to the Department of Parks, Recreation and Community Services (the “Department”) to implement and execute the program.  The Director of the Department of Parks Recreation and Community Services or his designee shall administer the Program and shall be able to execute all documents regarding and effecting said process. 

Sec. 664.703. - Participant contribution. 

The Director of the Department of Parks Recreation and Community Services or his designee shall provide a report of Parks Partnership Program participant contributions and submit to the Council annually. 

Section 3.

Approval and Adoption of Partnership Program Implementing Policies. There is hereby approved and adopted the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Parks Partnership Program Implementing Policies (“Implementing Policies”) attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference. The Implementing Policies include a Catalogue and Establishment of Costs.  The Director shall have the authority to update the table and associated catalog from time to time adding items, adjusting costs, etc. which revised table shall become effective 30 days after delivery to the Council Secretary provided the table complies with the parameters established herein. 


Section 4. 
Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
