Whereas, the Friends of Hemming Park received a grant from Southwest Airlines for the purpose of providing a kiosk to house the Black Sheep restaurant in Hemming Park; and 


Whereas, in Ordinance 2016-385-E, the Council appropriated $74,618.29 into a Special Council Contingency – Southwest Grant in order to track the expenditure; and 


Whereas, the grant funds have not been dispersed in accordance with the terms of the grant, as the kiosk is not being built; and 


Whereas, due to lack of expenditure with the term of the grant funds, the funds are being returned to Southwest Airlines; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.
