AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 13.58( acres LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 4 at 3124 belfort road between touchton road and hilsdale road (R.E no(s) 154256-0010), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN OWNED lzg realty, llc, FROM residential low density-60 (rld-60) DISTRICT TO PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (pud) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, TO PERMIT single family uses AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE summerlyn PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITION(S); CERTIFICATION REQUIRED FOR SATISFACTIoN OF CONDITION(S); pROVIDING A DISCLAIMER THAT THE rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable laws;  PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, LZG Realty, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 13.58(  acres located in Council District 4 at 3124 Belfort Road between Touchton Road and Hilsdale Road (R.E. No(s) 154256-0010), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto and dated March 1, 2017 and generally depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property), have applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from Residential Low Density-60 (RLD-60) District to  Planned Unit Development (PUD) District.  This new PUD district shall generally permit single family uses, and is described, shown and subject to the following attached documents:
Exhibit 1 – Legal Description dated March 1, 2017.

Exhibit 2 – Subject Property per P&D D.

Exhibit 3 – Written Description dated April 17, 2017.

Exhibit 4 – Site Plan dated March 13, 2017.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by LZG Realty, LLC, and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is Curtis L. Hart, Hart Resources, LLC, 8051 Tara Lane, Jacksonville, Florida 32216; (904) 993-5008.
Section 3.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Condition(s). This rezoning is approved subject to the following condition(s).  Such conditions control over the written description and may only be amended through a rezoning.

(1) The minimum house size shall be 1,600 square feet of heated and cooled space (not including the garage).

(2) A natural twenty (20) foot perimeter buffer shall be maintained along Belfort Road and Bridges Street (except for the subdivision entrance off of Belfort Road and any necessary utility easements).

(3) A six (6) foot vinyl fence shall be installed around the subdivision and shall be maintained by the Homeowners Association (HOA).

(4) All landscaping shall be done in accordance with Part 12 of the Zoning Code.

(5) The use of Administrative Deviations (AD) shall be prohibited.

(6) Work with the Duval County School Board (DCSB) to request that bus pickup/drop-off shall occur within the subdivision in lieu of occurring along Belfort Road.

(7) A wetland conservation area shall be set aside as noted in the site plan dated January 2017.

(8) The HOA shall be responsible for maintenance of the stormwater management pond.

(9) A traffic study conducted by a professional traffic engineer shall be required.  A methodology meeting shall be held with the City Traffic Engineer prior to commencement of the study. The Belfort Road/Touchton Road/Subdivision Entrance Road intersection shall be modified to provide, at a minimum, a left turn lane into the site and a pedestrian crossing of Belfort Road, south of the intersection. This will require that the existing traffic signal also be modified.

(10) Prior to requesting a final building inspection or occupying the facility in any manner, the owner, applicant or developer shall submit to the Planning Department separate certification letters confirming that all horizontal and vertical components of the development have been substantially completed, and all conditions to the development order have been satisfied. This condition shall apply to both phased and non-phased developments.

(11) Prior to obtaining ten set approval through the Planning and Development Department, the developer shall provide certification from a professional engineer licensed to practice in the State of Florida that the development will be under pre/post discharge restriction unless an analysis (which may include existing studies, master plans or permitting rules criteria) of the existing receiving system is performed to prove no adverse impact.  Certification shall be placed on the drawings and shall be made a part of the public record.
Section 4.

Disclaimer.
The rezoning granted herein shall not be construed as an exemption from any other applicable local, state, or federal laws, regulations, requirements, permits or approvals.  All other applicable local, state or federal permits or approvals shall be obtained before commencement of the development or use and issuance of this rezoning is based upon acknowledgement, representation and confirmation made by the applicant(s), owner(s), developer(s) and/or any authorized agent(s) or designee(s) that the subject business, development and/or use will be operated in strict compliance with all laws. Issuance of this rezoning does not approve, promote or condone any practice or act that is prohibited or restricted by any federal, state or local laws.


Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.
