RESOLUTION 2017-361-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING JACKSONVILLE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT ENGINEER PAMELA RAMSDELL ON BEING NAMED THE “LIEUTENANT JOSEPH F. STICHWAY FIREFIGHTER OF THE YEAR” FOR 2016; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Engineer Pamela Ramsdell is the fourth generation of a historic Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department family: her great-grandfather served as a fire suppression captain; her grandfather as the first Chief of the modern Rescue Division, the first fire-based rescue service in the country; and her father as a rescue captain; and


WHEREAS, Engineer Ramsdell began her own career with JFRD in 2004 as a member of the Urban Search and Rescue (USAR) Team at Fire Station 4, then joined the Hazardous Materials Team in 2008 upon her promotion to the rank of engineer where she remains assigned to Tower Ladder 21-C; and


WHEREAS, in addition to her regular duties, Ms. Ramsdell has served on the JFRD Special Events unit since 2005, the Honor Guard since 2006, and the Search and Rescue Canine Team in 2010, and has since her promotion to Honor Guard Commander in 2013 undertaken the responsibility of coordinating all aspects of JFRD member funerals for both active duty and retired fire and rescue personnel (including 3 active duty and 17 retiree funerals in 2016 alone), facilitating all of the necessary arrangements for JFRD’s and the Sheriff’s Office’s participation and providing the families of the deceased with comfort, strength and reassurance in a difficult time; and

WHEREAS, in addition to her exceptional work for the department, Ms. Ramsdell has also for the past 11 years volunteered two weeks a year at Camp Amigo, a camp established for children healing from burns and other thermal injuries; and


WHEREAS, for her “outstanding and impeccable professionalism and exceptional personal initiative”, Pamela Ramsdell was named the JFRD’s “Lieutenant Joseph F. Stichway Firefighter of the Year” for 2016, the first female firefighter ever so honored; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and commends Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department Engineer Pamela Ramsdell on being named the “Lieutenant Joseph F. Stichway Firefighter of the Year” for 2016 and congratulates her for her outstanding service to the City and the citizens of Jacksonville.
