AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 124 (PUBLIC RECORDS), PART 1 (DISTRIBUTION AND SALE OF DOCUMENTS), SECTION 124.103 (FEE SCHEDULE FOR MEDICAL EXAMINER SERVICES AND RECORDS), ORDINANCE CODE, TO UPDATE THE FEES SCHEDULE FOR SERVICES SUPPLIED BY THE MEDICAL EXAMINER; APPROVING THE MEDICAL EXAMINER FEES SCHEDULE AND DIRECTING CITY COUNCIL LEGISLATIVE SERVICES DIVISION TO PLACE THE APPROVED FEES SCHEDULE ON FILE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE;  

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Section 124.103 (Fee schedule for Medical Examiner services and records), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to update the fees schedule for services supplied by the Medical Examiner. The update of the fees schedule for fiscal year 2018 will allow the City to collect revenues from clients and participating counties in District III and IV which more accurately reflect the unit costs to provide services. With the exceptions of transportation costs, non-Medical Examiner cases, blood spot card (DNA) requests, and the reproduction of materials to a compact disc (CD), all other fees approved by Ordinance 2015-405-E remain the same. Fees for Depositions and Testimonies will be applied to criminal as well as civil cases. Fees for Professional Review, Observation or Consultation at a rate of $250 per hour and for Specimen Storage at a rate of $158 per month have been added to the fees schedule. Combined with the increased rate in the aforementioned areas and the addition of the two services, fiscal year 2017 data yields a projected increase in revenue for fiscal year 2018 of $84,650.  

Section 2.

Approval of fees and direction to City Council Legislative Services Division.
The City Council hereby approves the Medical Examiner’s fees attached hereto as Exhibit 1. The City Council directs the City Council Legislative Services Division to place the schedule of fees on file.  

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
