AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $2,062,000.00 BY 1) TRANSFERRING FUNDING IN THE AMOUNT OF $1,062,000.00 ($1,000,000.00 FROM THE 9A BAYMEADOWS PARK PROJECT AND $62,000.00 FROM THE CEDAR BAY COMPANY GENERATING STATION LEGAL SETTLEMENT) TO THE BETZ – TIGER POINT – PHASE I MASTER PLAN PROJECT AND 2) APPROPRIATING $1,000,000.00 ($548,225.75 FROM COMPLETED CAPITAL PROJECTS THAT HAVE BEEN CERTIFIED AS COMPLETE BY THE DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS AND RETURNED TO THEIR RESPECTIVE SOURCES OF ORIGIN, $100,000.00 FROM THE NORTH CARE CLINIC PROJECT, $58,809.94 FROM INVESTMENT POOL EARNINGS IN CAPITAL PROJECT FUNDS AND $292,964.31 FROM GENERAL FUND/GENERAL SERVICE DISTRICT FUND BALANCE TRANSFER) TO REPLENISH THE FUNDING TAKEN FROM THE 9A BAYMEADOWS PARK PROJECT, AS INITIATED BY REVISED B.T. 17-103; AMENDING THE 2017-2021 FIVE-YEAR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM APPROVED BY ORDINANCE 2016-505-E TO MAKE CORRECTIONS FOR THE PROJECTS ENTITLED “9A BAYMEADOWS – REGIONAL PARK AMENITIES,” AND “BETZ TIGER POINT – PHASE 1 MASTERPLAN”; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation
The $2,062,000.00 in funding above comprises: i) a transfer of $1,062,000.00 ($1,000,000.00 from the 9A Baymeadows Park Project and $62,000.00 from the Cedar Bay Company generating station legal settlement) to the Betz – Tiger Point – Phase I Master Plan Project; and, ii) an appropriation of $1,000,000.00 ($548,225.75 from completed capital projects that have been certified as complete by the Director of Public Works and returned to their respective sources of origin and $100,000.00 from the North Care Clinic Project, which will not be completed, $58,809.94 from investment pool earnings within capital project funds and $292,964.31 from a transfer from fund balance from the general fund/general service district) to replenish the $1,000,000.00 in funding taken from the 9A Baymeadows Park Project. Accounting will move the actuals from JSXF324PD-361101-PR0380-03 ($25,000.00), PDCP324CO-36602-PR0380-03 ($975,000.00), PDCP324CO-36602-PD0027-01 ($37,000), JXSF32E-361101-AFT001-01 ($15,128.47), JXSF32D-361101-AFT001-01 ($20,008.47) AND JXSF328-361101-AFT001-01 ($23,673.00).
Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of this legislation is to clean up an appropriation in the fiscal year 2016 CIP that inadvertently used settlement agreement funding from the Cedar Bay Company Generating Station for the 9A Baymeadows Park Project. This legislation will appropriate the funding from the Cedar Bay settlement to Betz – Tiger Point and appropriate residual funding to 9A Baymeadows Park as originally adopted.
Section 3.

CIP Amendment.  Ordinance 2016-505-E, being the 2017-2021 Five-Year Capital Improvement Program for the City and certain of its independent agencies, is hereby amended to make corrections for the projects entitled “9A Baymeadows – Regional Park Amenities,” and “Betz Tiger point – Phase 1 Masterplan.” The projects are more fully described in the Project Information Sheets, attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Revised CIP, June 19, 2017 – NCIS” and incorporated herein by this reference. The Council finds that the deferral of this amendment of the CIP until the next annual budget and CIP review will be detrimental to the best interests of the community because such deferral impacts a legal settlement agreement and the use of funding provided by it, as well as stalling two recreational projects which are beneficial to the community. Pursuant to Section 122.605(c), Ordinance Code, enactment of this ordinance requires the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council members present at the meeting because of the CIP amendment set forth in this section. This ordinance shall constitute an amendment to Ordinance 2016-505-E.  In all other respects, the Five-Year Capital Improvement Program approved by Ordinance 2016-505-E shall continue in full force and effect.
Section 4.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
