ORDINANCE 2017-384-E
An ordinance repealing section 51.103 (Membership; terms), Ordinance code, it its entirety; creating a new section 51.103 (Membership; terms), Part 1 (General), CHAPTER 51 (jacksonville Children’s Commission), ORDINANCE CODE, to clarify the liaison positions are not board member positions; providing an effective date.

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Repealing Section 51.103 (Membership; terms), Ordinance Code, in its entirety. Section 51.103 (Membership; terms), Ordinance Code, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby repealed and reserved in its entirety. 

Section 2.

Creating a new Section 51.103 (Membership; terms), Chapter 51 (Jacksonville Children’s Commission), Ordinance Code.  A new Section 51.103 (Membership; terms), Part 1 (General), Chapter 51 (Jacksonville Children’s Commission), Ordinance Code, is hereby created to read as follows:

Chapter 51. Jacksonville Children’s Commission.
Part 1. general.
* * *

Sec. 51.103. - Membership; terms. 
(a) Composition. The Commission shall be composed of 11 members who 
shall be appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council. 
One shall 
be appointed from (reside in) each of the seven 
School Board Districts, and four members shall be appointed at-
large. The voting members shall be citizens and residents of 
the City. 
(b) Term. Members shall be appointed for a staggered four year terms, expiring July 15, but shall serve until their successor is appointed and confirmed by City Council. No Member appointed to the Commission for two consecutive full terms shall be eligible for appointment to the next succeeding term.

(c) Liaisons. Liaisons are a non-voting position and shall not be considered a member of the Board for sunshine purposes and are as follows:

(1)
The Superintendent of Schools or his/her designee. 

(2)
The District Administrator from District IV from the 
Florida Department of Children and Families or his/her 
designee. 

(3)
The Sheriff or his/her designee. 

(4)
The State Attorney for the fourth judicial circuit or 
his/her designee. 

(5)
A juvenile judge as determined by the Chief Judge for the 
fourth judicial circuit or his/her designee. 

(6)
The President of the United Way of Northeast Florida or 
his/her designee. 

(7)
The President of the City Council or his/her designee. 

(8)
The President of the Early Learning Coalition or his/her 
designee. 

(9)
A representative of the Mayor or his/her designee. 


Section 2.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
