AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $99,000.00 FROM THE OLD KINGS ROAD LANDFILL MITIGATION FUND TO PROVIDE the MARIETTA Bullsbay ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION WITH FUNDS TO CONSTRUCT A RESTROOM/CONCESSION/ STORAGE/PAVILION FACILITY AND FOR SEWER CONNECTION COSTS FOR SAME AT THOMAS JEFFERSON PARK; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER an amendment to the license agreement between the city of jacksonville and Marietta BULLSBAY athletic association, subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General counsel, or his or her designee; PROVIDING FOR OVERSIGHT BY THE PARKS, RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES DEPARTMENT AND DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS UPON INVOICES AND ACCOUNTING/REVERTER OF ANY UNSPENT FUNDS; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(G) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, FOR THE PROFESSIONAL SERVICES OF HOLTON CONSTRUCTION, INC.; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Explanation of Appropriation. The funding above is an 
appropriation from the Old Kings Rd. landfill facility 
mitigation funds to the Solid Waste Class III Capital 
Projects account for the construction of a 
restroom/concession/storage/pavilion building at Marietta 
Bullsbay Athletic Association at Thomas Jefferson Park.  

Section 2.  
Purpose.  The purpose of this appropriation above is to provide funding from the Old Kings Road Landfill Mitigation Account to the Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association for construction of a restroom/concession/storage pavilion building at Thomas Jefferson Park with connection to existing sewer connections at a total cost of $99,000.00, as identified in Exhibit 2, attached hereto.

Section 3.

Approval and Authorization. There is hereby approved, and the Mayor and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, an Amendment to the License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association, subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his or her designee, for the project as identified in Exhibit 2, invoking the procurement exception for the contractor and to insert a maximum indebtedness.
Section 4.

Oversight/Disbursement of Funds upon Invoice/ Accounting/Reverter.
  The Mayor is requested to appoint the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department to oversee the construction of the improvements. Funds shall be disbursed only after invoices for the listed items have been delivered to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department. Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association shall provide to the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Department a full accounting of all revenues and expenditures for the Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association improvement projects as listed herein. Any funds not utilized for the purposes set forth in this ordinance shall be returned to the fund of origin by September 30, 2018.  
Section 5.

Invoking the exception to Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure the use of the professional services of Holton Construction, Inc. for the construction of the improvements described in Exhibit 2. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.
Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
