ORDINANCE 2017-393
AN ORDINANCE APPROPRIATING $60,000.00 FROM The special council CONTINGENCY to the jacksonville children’s commission, TO FUND THE i’m a star PROGRAM AT CERTAIN MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOLS LOCATED at the beaches and westside AREAS; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, FOR AND ON BEHALF OF THE CITY, a services contract BETWEEN I’m a star foundation, INC. AND THE CITY TO OPERATE THE i’m a star program AT CERTAIN MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOLS LOCATED at the beaches and westside AREAS; INVOKING THE EXCEPTION OF 126.107(g) (EXEMPTIONS), PART 1 (GENERAL REGULATIONS), CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE, for direct contract for the i’m a star PROGRAM SERVICES with i’m a star foundation, INC.; providing for oversight by the Jacksonville Children’s commission; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.



WHEREAS, I’m A Star Foundation, Inc., a Florida not for profit corporation (“Contractor”), operates a youth program that empowers students to become solution-oriented leaders in their respective schools and communities; and



WHEREAS, Contractor’s mission is to equip youth to perform at high levels of excellence and recognize that they are STARS: Smart, Talented And Resilient Students (the “Program”); and



WHEREAS, the Program transforms disengaged middle school and high school students and helps students, school districts and communities deal with bullying, childhood obesity, teenage suicide, health and nutrition, homelessness and other barriers to success; and 


WHEREAS, a recent Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS) conducted by the Center for Disease Control, attached hereto as Exhibit 1, provided evidence that middle and high school students in the cities of Atlantic Beach, Neptune Beach and Jacksonville Beach (collectively, the “Beaches”) and the City’s Westside area have high incidents of students being bullied (physically and electronically); and



WHEREAS, the YRBS indicated that at least 30% of high school students in the Beaches and Westside areas felt sad or hopeless and on average 1 in 8 students in these areas have contemplated or attempted suicide; and



WHEREAS, the consumption of alcohol and tobacco is higher in the Beaches and Westside areas than in any other area in Duval County Public Schools; and



WHEREAS, City desires to enter into a services agreement with Contractor to institute the Program as a pilot program in certain middle and high schools located in the Beaches and Westside areas and positively impact the behavior and leadership capabilities of participating students; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.  
Appropriation.  For the 2016-2017 fiscal year, within the City’s budget, there are hereby appropriated the indicated sum(s) from the account(s) listed in subsection (a) to the account(s) listed in subsection (b):

Section 2.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to provide funding to I’m a Star Foundation, Inc. to operate its program at certain middle and high schools located at the Beaches and Westside areas.  
Section 3. 
Services Contract Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, the Services Contract, and any extensions thereto, between I’m a Star Foundation, Inc. and the City of Jacksonville, in substantially the same form as On File with Legislative Services and incorporated herein by this reference.
Section 4. 
Oversight Department. The Jacksonville Children’s Commission shall oversee the Project.


Section 5.

Invoking the exception in Sec. 126.107(g), Ordinance Code.  The City is hereby authorized to procure both the program services and the management services of I’m a Star Foundation, Inc. for outreach to disengaged middle and high school students. Pursuant to Section 126.107(g) (Exemptions), Part 1 (General Regulations), Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, such procurement is exempted from competitive solicitation because the supplies or services are to be provided by those specifically prescribed within authorizing legislation that appropriates the same. With the exception of the foregoing, all other provisions of Chapter 126, Ordinance Code, shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 6.

Effective Date. This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
