RESOLUTION 2017-404-A
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING JACKSONVILLE SHERIFF’S OFFICE SERGEANT JASON BAILEY ON BEING NAMED JSO POLICE OFFICER OF THE YEAR FOR 2017; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Jason Bailey joined the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office in January 2006, was assigned as a patrol officer in Zone 4 for eight months after graduation from the Police Academy, then was assigned to Zone 3 for the next 10 years; and


WHEREAS, in 2016 Officer Bailey was named “Police Officer of the Month” for Zone 3 in April, was promoted to the rank of Sergeant in July and was named “Police Officer of the Month” for the entire department in August; he was briefly assigned to Zone 1 as a supervisor before returning to Zone 3 in April of 2017; and


WHEREAS, in February 2017 Sgt. Bailey was named the JSO’s Police Officer of the Year for 2017 as the culmination of two years of outstanding police work in 2015 and 2016, during which he demonstrated both outstanding policing skills and notable bravery. His more notable accomplishments during that time period included recognizing and arresting a suspect who had robbed a restaurant at gunpoint; chasing down and capturing an outstanding warrants suspect armed with knives who was later discovered to be a murder suspect; identifying and facilitating the capture of a serial armed burglary suspect, which cleared more than 10 residential burglary cases; and clearing a string of automobile burglaries by identifying a suspect for arrest; and

WHEREAS, Jason Bailey, who is credited by his former supervisor with always coming to work with an exceptional attitude and a positive demeanor, has also served his community as a volunteer baseball coach at Bishop Kenny High School and as a volunteer facilitating the good works of Dreams Come True of Jacksonville; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby commends and congratulates Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office Sergeant Jason Bailey on being named the JSO Police Officer of the Year for 2017 and thanks him for his outstanding service and dedication to protecting and serving the citizens of Jacksonville.
